CONFIRMATION OF ENTRIES / REGISTRATION
Team Managers are requested to check their entries upon their 
arrival. If there are changes in the crews or differences in the 
spelling of the names, Team Managers are requested to complete 
the Crew Change Form and submit all changes immediately to 
Monika Briedyte in the Accreditation / Registration office located 
in the Team Information Centre no later than Wednesday, 24 
April; 12:00 hrs (3hrs before the draw). After the draw, Crew 
Changes can be made at the European Rowing office.

For crews racing in the European Olympic and Paralympic 
Qualification races, entries submitted to World Rowing must also 
be eligible according to the respective Olympic qualification 
system or Paralympic Qualification Regulations. Entries for 
Olympic qualification must be accompanied be a letter from 
the National Olympic Committee (NOC) confirming the athlete(s) 
eligibility – these letters must be received by World Rowing by the 
time of the draw to: registration@worldrowing.com. 
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ADVERTISING
Please follow the advertising rules as set out in the World Rowing 
Rules of Racing.

CREW PHOTOS
Team Managers will be notified of the athletes that have not yet 
had their photographs taken for the World Rowing  database. 
These athletes must report to the registration desk in the 
Accreditation Office before the Draw.

BOW NUMBERS
Bow numbers will be distributed to crews on the outgoing 
pontoon and will be collected again at the incoming pontoon 
by OC Volunteers.

For PR1 and PR2 crews, during racing bow numbers and GPS 
devices will be brought by volunteers from the main Control 
Commission to the accessible boating pontoon when going 
on the water. 

BOAT WEIGHING
Boat weighing takes place in the Boat weighing tent located 
close to the incoming pontoons in the Boat Park. The scales will 
be available for test weighing from Tuesday, 23 April and will be 
open during the official venue opening times. During racing, test 
weighing of boats is possible however the priority is for the racing 
boats being officially weighed.

ATHLETES WEIGHING
Athletes weighing takes place in the boathouse close to the PR2 
boat racks. Test scales will be available from Tuesday, 23 April, 
and will be open during the official venue opening times.

GPS DEVICES
All boats must be fitted with a “base plate” to hold the GPS devices. 
These plates will be fixed to the boats in the boat weighing tent by 
a team of OC volunteers from Wednesday, 24 April, 07:30 hrs. It is 
the responsibility of the crews to ensure that the “base plate” is on 
the boat before the first round of racing.

For PR1 and PR2 crews, during racing bow numbers and GPS devices 
will be brought by volunteers from the main Control Commission to 
the accessible boating pontoon when going on the water.

TEAM FACILITIES AND SERVICES

BOAT STORAGE
The boat racks are located in the Boat Park at the Southern end 
of the lake. The boat racks for the PR1 and PR2 boats are located 
in Boathouse building near the accessible ramp and para-rowing 
pontoon. The Organising Committee will assign and clearly mark 
racks by boat type, the layout will be displayed at the Information 
Centre and near the boat racks. Teams are responsible to make 
sure that their boats are safely tied to the racks at all times and in 
no risk to be damaged due to adverse weather conditions.
Spare boats should be stored on the trailers in the trailer car park.

PONTOONS
There are two incoming and two outgoing pontoons provided 
at the end of the lake by the Boat Park and a dedicated pontoon 
for the PR1 and PR2 crews near their designated boat racks.

BOAT REPAIR
The Boat Builders and boat repair area will be located at the side 
of the Boat Park near the boat trailers car park.
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BOAT WASHING
A dedicated area for boat washing will be located in the corner 
of the Boat Park. No chemical detergents or other sources of 
environmental pollution should be used during boat washing.

ERGOMETERS AND STATIONARY BIKES
Ergometers and stationary bikes for training and warming up 
or cooling down are located in the Boathouse building.

BAG DROP
The Athletes’ Bag drop is located in the Boathouse near the entry 
from the shuttle bus stop. The bag drop will be open during the 
official opening times of the venue.

CHANGING FACILITIES, SHOWERS AND TOILETS
Sufficient number of changing rooms, showers and toilets are 
located in the Boathouse building. Toilets will be available in the 
Boat Park near the Team tent area. Accessible toilets are available 
in the boat house, and additional accessible toilets will be 
provided near the Team tent area.

ATHLETES’ LOUNGE AND REST AREA
The Rest Area and lounge for athletes is located in the Boathouse 
building. Teams are encouraged to use this after to rest and relax 
between racing. TV screens showing the racing will be provided. 

TEAM TENTS
Teams can place their team tents in the designated area in the 
Boat Park. Teams will be assigned a space for their tent based on 
their request submitted to the Organising Committee. Team Tents 
should not be installed outside of the allocated / marked areas. 
All teams were requested to inform the OC about the needed 
place for the tents. If the team did not give the information to the 

OC before 31 March 2024, the OC cannot guarantee space and 
will not be held responsible to ensure available space 
for the team tent.

ICE BATHS
Teams, who requested to the OC in advance can place their Ice 
baths in the Boat Park, next to the Boat washing area. There will 
be access to fresh water and electricity. Teams will be responsible 
for the management, cleaning and operation of their ice baths. 
Any teams who did not request / inform the OC that they would 
bring an ice bath, should speak to Dora Koos in the Team Info 
Centre before setting any ice baths up. 

COACHES VIEWING & CYCLING
Coaches can view races from the general Spectator area. 

Coaches can follow races on the cycling path on the island 
between 1000m and the Finish. Cyclists please follow an 
anti-clockwise circulation (keeping right at all times – cycling 
towards the finish with the racing course close on your right-
hand side). No cycling is allowed in the Boat Park, the Teams 
and Spectator areas.

On training days cycling is allowed on the TV road on the Finish 
Tower side.

There will be no bike rental possibility at the venue.

The Victory Ceremonies will take place on the Victory Ceremony 

stage in the finish area in front of the grandstand. Victory 
Ceremonies will be held after each A-Final of the European 
Rowing Championships. All crews should follow the traffic rules 
for the victory ceremonies. PR1 and PR2 crews who win a medal 
should return to the incoming pontoon, and take their boat off 
the water as quickly as possible. Then, PR1 and PR2 athletes 
should move to the Mixed Zone and Victory Ceremony Area on 
land (access is behind the finish tower building) for their Voctroy 
Ceremony and to speak with Media. Athletes should wear their 
racing uniform for the Victory Ceremony.

There will be a Celebration Moment to acknowledge the athletes 
qualified after all the A-Finals of the European Olympic and 
Paralympic Qualification Regatta. Qualified crews in both PR1 
1x, the PR3 Mix2x and both 1x should return to the incoming 
boating pontoon after their Final A and take their boat off the 
water as quickly as possible. Then these crews should move to the 
Victory Ceremony Area on land (access is behind the finish tower 
building) for the Celebration Moment. 

Qualified crews in LM2x and LW2x should follow the Victory 
Ceremony Traffic Rules after their Final A and row to the ceremony 
pontoon. 

Athletes should wear their racing uniform for the Celebration 
Moment.
